CALL FOR PAPERS

ICHCAP and WHIPIC are pleased to invite you to submit papers for inclusion in the 2024 Living Heritage Series publication, Enhancing the Viability of the Community.  
The Living Heritage Series introduces regional and international activities committed to transmitting and safeguarding intangible cultural heritage (ICH). The series was designed to raise visibility as well as maintain and promote cultural diversity championed by UNESCO through publications featuring various forms and elements of ICH. This project initially started in 2017 with annual releases focusing successively on Traditional Medicine (collaboration with #HeritageAlive) followed by Tugging Rituals and Games (Dangjin City), Traditional Food (#HeritageAlive), Martial Arts (ICM), and Traditional Musical Instruments (#HeritageAlive). In 2024 ICHCAP, in collaboration with WHIPIC, is to publish the latest book in the series, under the theme of Enhancing the Viability of the Community. This is not only the result of the work of UNESCO Category 2 Centers but also, more importantly, intersectoral collaboration between ICH and World Heritage. 
Over the past thirty years, many attempts have been made to explore the interrelationship between tangible and intangible heritage in re-organizing the concept of heritage management. This connection was stressed, for example, in the Nara Document on Authenticity (1994) and the Yamato Declaration (2004). 
Based on experience accumulated over the course of two decades since the adoption of the UNESCO 2003 Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage, many states have already initiated ICH safeguarding plans with the active participation of communities. At the same time, in the context of United Nations Sustainable Development Goal 11.4, engaging communities to safeguard tangible and intangible cultural heritage fosters inclusive urban development. This approach preserves unique identities and builds culturally inspiring living conditions. Involving locals ensures a more resilient and sustainable approach to city planning, while also conserving historic sites. Such engagement cultivates awareness, appreciation, and a sense of responsibility among communities, promoting a shared commitment to safeguarding cultural heritage for future generations. 
However, a number of Member States are still having difficulties delivering community-based safeguarding plans and programs. In implementing the 2003 Convention, much attention should be placed on building capacity to support and safeguard a wider range of ICH stakeholders, including communities, groups, and individuals. 
In practice, not much has changed yet in the relationship between states, NGOs, and communities. There are different views about the extent to which community participation is required, what it looks like, and how it should be done. This proposed volume will provide an opportunity to share experiences and discuss the roles the community can play in safeguarding ICH and World Heritage sites.
The Living Heritage Series organizers welcome the submission of articles by diverse stakeholders from around the world. Submissions are accepted in the form of degree papers, case studies, research, or any other scholarly output centered around the major theme. Published articles are also acceptable, providing the relevant legal clearance has been obtained. Interested individuals and experts should refer to the topic outline in the next section.

TOPICS 
Authors are welcome to submit articles on topics relating to community, including (but not limited to):
• 1. Concept of community and its role as tradition owners 
Examples: 
· Definition and role of community, stakeholders, rightsholders, or participants in the context of World Heritage and Intangible Cultural Heritage
· Role of community in heritage interpretation and presentation to reflect diverse values in the local, national, and international level
· Future prospects of community experience and uses of traditional knowledge in the heritage process including safeguarding, management, conservation, interpretation and presentation
        
 • 2. Community participation in heritage practice in changing world
Examples: 
· Cases of community response for tackling emerging issues such as natural disasters, climate change, mass tourism, and the disappearance of traditional skills
· Cases of community engagement for integrating tangible and intangible elements in safeguarding and managing heritage 
· Heritage interpretation and presentation respecting multiple narratives from different communities

· Document 2: A completed full manuscript/article (.docx format) related to any of the topics mentioned above (29 March 2024)

· All documents are to be submitted in English with articles consisting of 3,500 to 4,000 words, excluding appendices and bibliography. 
· Please submit high-resolution pictures at least five high-resolution, print-quality photographs.
- Minimum requirements: 300 dpi and 2,000 pixels wide
· Please refer to the Detailed Manuscript Guidelines (see ANNEX 2). For all submitted information, the Secretariat assumes no responsibility for any legal issues arising. Authors should be mindful of copyright and plagiarism.

• Selected articles will be published in full in the new Living Heritage Series volume, with the book being made available both on and offline.  
• An honorarium will be offered to selected authors.
